Critical Thinking Skills Development
Critical thinking is a general term that encompasses the mental processes necessary to conceptualize, evaluate, and analyze information in order to solve problems.  Critical thinking processes rely on identifying and utilizing patterns, connections, and organization.  A weakness in critical thinking can be thought of as a tendency to think linearly and without flexibility.  The strategies and patterns of thought introduced in Critical Thinking Training are heavily structured and based on patterns of organization.  They also instruct the student in metacognition, or thinking about thinking, to aid them in understanding their own unique way of learning.  The critical thinking strategies help the student move away from linear thinking to create an array of thoughts and connections in information.  The training will provide the student with a variety of frameworks to apply to his/her schoolwork, as well as to his/her daily life so that he may better understand the world around him/her.
