Mathematical Reasoning
Mathematical reasoning strengthens the student’s understanding of basic mathematical concepts through discussion and exploration instead of through drilling and memorization.  This is designed to allow students to be able to manipulate mathematical concepts and see them from different angles in order to broaden their abilities to apply ideas to diverse situations and incorporate them into higher-level mathematics.
