Reading II: Fluency & Vocabulary -  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Fluency is the ability to read effortlessly and quickly so the student can perceive meaning and enjoy satisfaction from reading. Fluency includes fast, accurate and effortless word identification, along with the application of appropriate prosodic features (rhythm, intonation, and phrasing) at the phrase, sentence, and text levels. It is the bridge between word recognition and comprehension, which allows the reader to focus on the meaning of text rather than on the mechanics of reading. The goal of fluency training is adequate speed coupled with an even, expressive flow, and understanding of written text. This type of remediation helps a student to build and link the many parts of language.  Work is done in the following areas:

· Automating letter recognition

· Automating word identification

· Vocabulary development

· Grammar development
· Text level fluency strategies
· Introduction to reading comprehension strategies
Students with weaknesses in language processing benefit from direct instruction in vocabulary development, including learning a variety of approaches for the discovery, analysis, and retention of new vocabulary terms. First, the student must learn to recognize when the meaning of a word is unfamiliar during reading or listening activities. The student must then develop methods for determining the meaning of the unknown word.  Strategies should be taught to help the student retain newly acquired vocabulary, by making relationships between words and connecting meanings through the use of word webs and other graphic organizers.  Vocabulary concepts and strategies introduced are:

· Using context clues

· Using dictionaries and other reference aids

· Word-part analysis, including prefixes, suffixes, and root words

· Identifying word relationships

· Identifying multiple meanings

· Making vocabulary flash cards and graphic organizers
